(b) Inthe event of a further tie, use three questions from the remaining
questions given in this book.

In devising these
questions, do remember the age group involved and please ensure that no
questions are seen as favouring a particular school. However the credit
union will be entirely responsible for the accuracy of the questions they set.

(c)  Answer sheets are then collected after two minutes.

2. The answers to Round 1 are given when the answers to Round 2 have been
collected and so on.
